Review publishes twelve times a year and is distributed prior to First Fridays of each
month.  Acknowledgement content is due by the 1st of the month, 2 months prior to issue
release.  For example: If you would like an acknowledgement to run in the January issue, your
content should be submitted to Review by November 1st.

Review In-house Design
Review is pleased to provide design services for Publishing Associates’

acknowledgements for a flat fee of $100 per design, regardless of size.  This fee is a one-time
charge for each unique design.  Small changes to text are free of charge in subsequent
publications. A complete redesign (image, overall layout and significant text changes) will be
treated as a new design with another $100 fee.

Relevant materials such as copy and images that will be included in the
acknowledgement are due by the 1st of the month, 2 months prior to issue release.  For example:
If you would like an acknowledgement to run in the January issue, your content should be
submitted to Review by November 1st.
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Graphic Guidelines
Camera ready ads may be delivered as electronic PDF CMYK Press-Ready, In Design,

Photoshop, Tiff, or Illustrator files. Halftone screens are 100 lines per inch, 300 dpi and CMYK.
Images are published at 300 dpi and CMYK.  Please also provide a printer's proof for matching
purposes.

Text Guidelines
Publishing Associates may include copy that reflects their community relations and/or

marketing objectives.

Acknowledgements may include the following information:
!  logo and tag line
!  mission and vision
!  products and services (words and images are encouraged)
!  telephone number and web site
!  interest in supporting Review’s mission/vision

Acknowledgements may NOT include the following information:
!  Any “call to action” or other direct inducement to use Donors’ products and services
!  Comparative or superlative words, or other indications of savings or value such as price,

discount or other financial information
!  Endorsements
